	Benito Juarez p. 149
(1806-1872)
was Mexico’s first president of Indian heritage. He stood up for rights of all Mexicans
He passed reforms that helped lay the foundation for a democratic government.

Today he is considered a national hero in Mexico.

	
	

	Day of the Dead p. 150
Mexicans celebrate death as part of life.

This comes from the Mexican Indian belief that the souls of the dead return every year to visit their living relatives.

To prepare for their visit, Mexican families gather in graveyards, clean up around the grave, decorate it with flowers and candles.  They also set out food and drink to celebrate. Favorite foods are sugar candy skulls, chocolate coffins and sweet breads shaped like bones.
